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Mission of Meta-1Q

Meta-1Q is a biopharmaceutical company that develops medicine for the treatment of brain diseases.
The company was founded on February 2008 and is located in Aarhus, Denmark. At the moment
Meta-1Q has 4 projects in the pipeline that are at different stages of development. These projects are
MIQ-001 for the treatment of Alzheimer, MIQ-002 for the treatment of Depression, MIQ-003 for the
treatment of Multiple Sclerosis and MIQ-004 for the treatment of brain tumors. The company is ready
to go into phase 2 clinical trials with the first indication; Depression and a small phase 1 study in
Alzheimer.

Medication for Depression, Alzheimer and MS
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Damaged myelin

Above are pictured 2 neurons, the top neuron

is healthy with an intact myelin-fatty acid isolation
the bottom neuron’s fatty acid sheath is slowly
disappearing making the neuron loose function.

Above are the brain scans of an healthy individual (left)
and an Alzheimer patient (right). The patients are tested
for glucose metabolism. (blue is lowest glucose
metabolism, red is highest).

Meta-IQ is developing a drug that has a different mode of action as drugs on the market. The
way the drug works is by blocking fatty acid metabolism thereby restoring the balance between
metabolism, immune system and CNS.

Fatty acids in the brain have different function. A part of the fatty acids are used to transmit signals
inside the cells (they transmit glutamate receptor signaling etc.). Another part is used for isolation of
nerve cells. Nerve cells can be seen as electrical wires that transmits electrical currents. The isolation
around nerve cells is a protein (myelin) that has fat bound to it. To transmit information in the brain, the
isolation around the nerve cells has to be intact, otherwise patients get severely depressed, loose
memory or can not generate new memory, or they loose control over their muscles (multiple sclerosis).

Meta-1Q’s latest data; efficacy in Alzheimer and Depression

In 2008 Meta-IQ had Dr Ove Wiborg of the psychiatric hospital in Aarhus perform studies with M-1Q
001 and M-IQ 002 on rats. These studies have shown that blocking fat metabolism, in depressed
animals cured 95% of the animals within 4 weeks. In addition, the medicine restores long and short
term memory. The functioning of nerve cells is restored back to normal, as shown below.

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Animals that had lost short term memory, were treated by a 1 Depressed animal are treated either with M-1Q 002 or placebo.

time injection with M-1Q 001. Then the animals were tested for

their short term memory. Alternation ratio is correlated with short
term memory. Normal healthy animals have a 0.7 score. 60% of
the M-1Q 001 treated animals had a nearly perfect score of 0.95

As a control normal animals are treated with either M-1Q 002 or
placebo. Within 1 week up to 70 % and within 4 weeks 95% of
the animals respond.

Normal medicine on the market gives maximally 50% response
rate after completion of treatment



In Multiple Scleroses experiments the medicine cures 50% of the diseased animals within 2 weeks of
treatment. In effect this means that MIQ medicine, with a new mode of action, has a striking effect in
the treatment of different brain diseases like depression, Alzheimer and Multiple Sclerosis. We are
now ready to go into a phase 2 trial in patients suffering from depression and a small phase 1 trial in
Alzheimer patients.

Meta-1Q has performed most preclinical tests and established the production process (CMC) for M-IQ
001 and M-1Q 002. There is 25 kg of medicine ready to be release tested and then used in a clinical
trial. Meta-1Q has patent coverage for its different projects.

Meta-1Q has August 31th 2010 received the results of an independent due diligence performed by a
known professor in brain diseases with a positive result and recommendation to invest in Meta-1Q.

Investment needs in Meta-1Q

We are looking for 7 million € investment in Meta-IQ.

This investment is needed for the clinical phase 2 trial in Depression and a small phase 1 trial in
Alzheimer which are planned to start within 1 year after closing of the investment round. The studies
take about 1 year. After the clinical trials have finished the data will be analyzed. It is expected that we
will need another 1 year after finishing the clinical trial to either out license or sell the projects to a big
pharma concern.
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When one or more projects are out licensed or sold, the investors are given the possibility of an exit.
The next goals of Meta-IQ are to test different medicines in new indications and to initiate new
projects. At the moment we are at the preclinical research level in other disease areas.

The Market

Data from Medtrack on the sales figures for drugs in brain diseases are shown below. The total market
size is 70 billion USD. The annual sale of marketed Alzheimer drugs at the moment is around 5 billion
$. There are 6 different drugs on the market; the most marketed drug is a Acetyl-cholinesterase
Inhibitor. The annual sales of marketed Depression medicine at the moment is around 12 billion $.
There are about 7 different drugs on the market; the most marketed drug is 5-Hydroxy-tryptamine a
Re-uptake Inhibitor. The annual market for Multiple Sclerosis is 5 billion USD with no treatment
available.
